Student Accommodation –  Allocations   

Introduction 

stu d e n ts se arching for accommodation in the pri vate sector.   

New students  

2.  The securi ty and communi ty of a hall place is beneficial to those coming 
straight from school to Universi ty.  The new young stude n t is offered an opportu n i ty 
to live in a communi ty of oth er young new studen ts who are also experie ncing livi ng 
away from hom e for the first tim e.  

International and European Union students  

3.  The offer of a place in halls to stude n ts coming to an unfamiliar country to 
study for the first time must be a posi ti ve advantage in recrui ti ng stude n ts to 
Middl ese x Universi ty.  The prese nce of international studen ts with different cultural 
background s in Universi ty halls adds to the total stude n t experi ence. This must be 
balanced with the need to ensure that halls of r esid ence do not become domi nated 
by international stude n ts.  

Students with special needs/disabilities  

4.  The Universi ty's policy of wideni ng and deepe ni n g access places a 
responsibili ty upon the Universi ty to house studen ts with special needs and 
disabil iti e s where possible.  Thus special conside ration wil l be given to provi din g 
hall places for stude n ts with medical or other condi tio n s, where such provi si o n wil l 



Policy  

5.  The Universi ty normally allocates places in halls to full -tim e stude n ts who have 
the greatest need for the securi ty and comfort offered by thi s type of accommodation in 
order for them to benefit full y from the educational experie nce offered at Middlese x 
Un iversi ty. Wherever possible, places wil l be allocated to those attendi ng the Universi ty 
for the first tim e and who do not live locally.  

The Universi ty wil l endeavour to make the first offers of places in halls for the followi ng 
September intake, by the be ginni n g of April each year. This date is governe d by the 
requi rem e n ts to formally agree both the rents and the tenancy term s and condi ti o ns by 
the end of January each year, then to be accepted and minute d by the Recruitm en t 
Operations Group and for the ren ts to be updated in the MISIS database.  

Principles  

6.  The foll owi n g pri ncipl es wil l be used to gui de the allocation of hall places:  

 

•  The Universi ty wil l aim to accommodate as many new full -time stude n ts reque sti n g 
accommodation who are school leaver s and whose parental homes are at least fifty miles 
from London, as possible.   

•  Normally, 100% of room places will be allocated to stude n ts coming to the Universi ty 
for the first tim e.   

•  All full year, fee paying international studen ts (ie  this assurance does NOT apply to 
EU/UK students) coming to Middl ese x Universi ty for the first tim e at the start of the 
September academic year are guaranteed a place in halls provi di n g that an accommodation 
application has been made with the non -refundabl e deposi t by the published date each year. 
Failure to compl y with these condi tio n s wil l resul t in no place being guaranteed. Every effort
